 counting on from any number 
 count things that cannot be seen – sounds, actions, periods of time 
 subitise numbers to 6 
 recognise doubles without counting 
 represent doubles on 10 frames 
 use 10 frames and die frames to represent numbers within 10 
 use structured arrangements to represent numbers 9 and 10 
 represent 10 in different ways 
 identify missing numbers in the counting sequence to 5 and 10 
 counting to 20 and one more or one less
